FINAL EXAM REVIEW

FORMAT

Will be 80 % objective and 20 % essay. There will be 60 multiple-choice questions (worth 120 points) and 1 major essay (30 points).

The Final Exam will be worth 150 points and 20% of your final grade for the course. There will be 2 bonus questions and 2 points available for producing your syllabus and class expectations at exam time. 

CONTENT 

The source for the multiple-choice questions will be Units 1 – 6. Themes from the film studies will also be covered in the exam.
The source for the Essay Question will be the 5 film studies – Breakfast Club, King of Comedy, Sybil, Temple Grandin and the Pursuit of Happyness. The subject matter for the essay will involve the common theme among all 5 film studies.
KEYS

Terminology and definitions from each Unit will be key. Famous, influential and motivational figures that we covered will also be a focus. Preparing to write your essay should be a focus, also.
PREPARATION

It is best to prepare by reviewing each unit in your binder, making an outline and a definition sheet. Also, look at each of the themes from the film studies. Being familiar with personality terms (Unit 2) and definitions related to Units 1 and 3 will also be key.

Organize the information and review it. The harder you work, the luckier you will get!
